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2.	Requirements
zz Workstations running Windows 10/11 is equipped with USB interface.

zz One end of micro USB cable is attached to the USB port, while the other end to 
the micro USB connector of the LN502.

zz PLANET LoRa Node Controller Tool software.

zz Two 18650 lithium rechargeable batteries.

This device requires two 18650 lithium rechargeable batteries. The 
batteries are not included in the package. Before using the batteries, 
please carefully review the following specifications and guidelines:
1.	 Operating Temperature Range: Ensure the environmental tempera-

ture complies with the range suitable for the batteries to avoid perfor-
mance issues or damage.

2.	 Battery Capacity and Voltage: Use a battery that meets the device’s 
requirements (e.g., 3.7V, 3000mAh).

3.	 Safety Precautions: Prevent short circuits, physical compression, or 
exposure to high temperatures.

4.	 Installation Guidelines:
a.	Do not use old and new batteries or batteries of different brands 

together.
b.	Ensure proper polarity (+/-) when installing the batteries.

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3.	Hardware Installation
Refer to the illustration and follow the simple steps below to quickly install your

3.1	 Remove cover for setting
When changing the setting of LN502 via micro-USB, follow the steps below:

Step 1:	 Remove the screw caps to take off the cover.

Step 2:	 Ensure at least one 18650 lithium rechargeable battery is installed in the 
device. Follow the polarity markings (+/-) carefully during installation.

Step 3:	 Put back the cover and tighten the screws.

Please ensure that the screws are tightened securely to prevent external 
moisture from penetrating the device.
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3.2	 LoRa Antenna Installation
Step 1:	 Rotate the antenna clockwise to connect to the LoRa Node Controller.

Step 2:	 The external LoRa antenna should be positioned vertically for a good 
signal.

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3.4	 Wall Mounting

four holes for the wall plugs (anchors). Then place the device over the holes with 
the wall plugs inside, and tighten it with the screws to finish the job.

2.	 Power on the LoRa Node device and then connect it to computer via the micro 
USB port.

The box of the LN502 does not include a USB cable. Please make sure to 
use a micro USB cable capable of data transfer.
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3.	 Open the Tool and select “Serial port”, and then enter password to log in Utility. 
(Default password: admin)

For security reason, please change and memorize the new password 
after this first setup.

4.	 After entering the password, the main screen appears as shown below.
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The function menu on the top of the tool lets you access all the commands and 
configuration the LoRa Node Controller provides.

Now, you can use the LoRa Node Controller Tool software to continue the LoRa Node 
Controller management.
