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2.	Requirements
The Managed Media Converter provides a remote web interface for management 
purposes. To further manage the device, you will need the following products.

zz Workstations running Windows 7/8/10/11, macOS 10.12 or later, Linux Kernel 
2.6.18 or later, or other modern operating systems are compatible with TCP/IP 
Protocols.

zz Workstations are installed with Ethernet NIC (Network Interface Card).

zz Ethernet Port Connection

	 Network cables -- Use standard network (UTP) cables with RJ45 connectors.

	 The above PC is installed with a Web browser such as Google Chrome, Mozilla 
Firefox or Microsoft Edge.

If you are unable to access the Web interface of the Managed Media 
Converter, try turning off your anti-virus software or firewall and then try 
again.
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3.	Starting Web Management
The following steps show how to start up the Web Management for the Managed 
Media Converter. Note that the Managed Media Converter is configured through an 
Ethernet connection, so ensure that the manager PC is set to the same IP subnet 
address.

For example, if the default IP address of the Managed Media Converter is 
192.168.0.100, then the manager PC should be set to an IP address of 
192.168.0.x (where x is a number between 1 and 254, except 100), and the 
default subnet mask is 255.255.255.0.

3.1	 Logging in to the Managed Media Converter
1.	 Use a modern Web browser to enter the default IP address 

https://192.168.0.100 to access the Web interface.

2.	 Before starting the login process, it is important to determine the initial password 
from the device label. The default password format is “mc” followed by the last 
six characters of the MAC ID, as indicated on the label. These characters should 
be entered in lowercase.

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3.2	 Saving Configuration via Web
Save all applied changes and set the current configuration as the startup 
configuration after finishing the configuration. The system will automatically load the 
startup-configuration file upon reboot.

1.	 Click the Save icon on the top Menu bar.

2.	 Press the “Apply” button to save the configuration.

3.	 Another way to save the settings is to click Maintenance and then select Save 
Configuration.
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4.	Restoring Default Configuration
If the IP address has been changed or the admin password has been 
forgotten – 

To reset the IP address to the default IP Address “192.168.0.100” or to reset 
the login password to default value, press the hardware-based reset button on the 
front panel for about 10 seconds. After the device reboots, you can log in to the 
management web interface within the same 192.168.0.xx subnet.
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5.	Power Information
The power jack of the Managed Media Converter measures 2.1mm in diameter, and 
comes with DC 12V power input. It conforms to the bundled AC-DC adapter. Should 
you have the issue of making the power connection, please contact your local sales 
representative.
